To sign up from any computer, you will need your library card
number. Create a username using the following formula: use the
letters WIN plus your 5 digit library card number, not including the
letter P. For example, if your library card number is P21022, your
username will be WIN21022. If your library card number has fewer
than 5 digits, simply add zeroes at the end to make it 5 digits. This
way, the username for library card number P888 will be WINE8800.
