If you don’t find the item you are
looking for, you may now use Find More to give you more libraries to search. Click on
the stack next to the search box.

This will open a drop-down menu that will allow you to turn on the ILL (interlibrary
loan) option. Check the ILL box, repeat your search, and you’ll see which of our
partner libraries own the item. If the item shows as available, place a hold on that item
just like you do in our regular catalog. Still can’t find it? Place your interlibrary loan
request via phone or email, and a librarian will locate your item.
